· Have Australia as the principle place of business
· Export sales are defined as invoiced sales in the period 1 Jan – 31 Dec 2010

· Hold a registered ABN

· Be a BIA or AIMEX member

AWARDS PRESENTATION VENUE:

The Awards presentation will take place at the AIMEX Networking Function held on the evening of Thursday 28th July 2011 at Sydney Convention & Exhibition Centre, Sydney (first night of the Sydney International Boat Show).

JUDGES:

The judging panel will comprise of a representative from Austrade, a representative from The Australian Institute of Export and three senior marine industry identities.
JUDGING CRITERIA:
The judges' decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

Judging will be based on information supplied and its capacity to meet the specified criteria.

CATEGORIES:
1. Most Innovative Marine Industry Exported Product or Service*

This product or service must have been introduced in the period Jan 2008 - Dec 2010. 
2. Marine Industry Export Champion*

The export champion is for contributions in the 5 year period from Jan 2006 – Dec 2010 inclusive.
3. Marine Industry Young Achiever 

This is an award which gives organizations an opportunity to nominate an employee for their individual efforts within the organisation they work and their contribution to the marine industry. Applicants for this award must be between the age 14 - 30.
4. (a) Best Marine Industry Export Performance in 2010 (SMALL EXPORTER)*
To qualify for category 4a (small exporter) your export sales over the period 1 Jan - 31 Dec 2010 must have been less than $500K.

(b) Best Marine Industry Export Performance in 2010 (MEDIUM EXPORTER)*

To qualify for category 4b (medium exporter) your export sales over the period 1 Jan - 31 Dec 2010 must have been between $500K - $2mil.

(c) Best Marine Industry Export Performance in 2010 (LARGE EXPORTER)*
To qualify for category 4c (large exporter) your export sales over the period 1 Jan - 31 Dec 2010 must have been more than $2mil.
You may only enter one section of category 4. 

5. Best Marine Industry Export Marketing Strategy*

This is for an export marketing strategy implemented between Jan - Dec 2010.
6. Australian Marine Industry Exporter of the Year*
